Charlotta Kronblad will visit us to talk about algorithmic decision making and what happens when
algorithms end up in court. Her latest research concerns the implementation of algorithmic decision
making systems in the public sector and has revealed a blindness, both at the public administration
and at the courts, for potential errors. This means that errors, and faulty decisions, stemming from
algorithmic decision making largely goes uncorrected, resulting in social, administrative and legal
injustice.

Charlotta Kronblad is a former lawyer and judge who turned to research to explore how digitalization
was changing her field of work. She defended her dissertation “digital transformation of the legal field
— a bubble in trouble” at Chalmers University in August 2021, and she joined House of Innovation at
Stockholm School of Economics for a post doc position shortly thereafter. Her research focus on the
intersection of organization, technology and law, and she has thought in several different courses
including law, strategy, and change.
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
